a) Kingdom: We acknowledge that the Kingdom of God will reign on Earth as God said it will 
when Jesus returns.
b) Power: By making this statement, we are acknowledging that all the power that we possess 
comes from God. It is given to us so that we may sustain in the world as Christians and continue 
to do His will.
c) Glory: In the end we acknowledge that everything that we do in this life as children of God is 
for God’s glory alone and has nothing to do with us.
d) Forever: God says in His word that He is the same yesterday, today and forever. He is the only 
one who can make this proclamation because He is eternal. We can only say this if we believe 
that God truly is unchanging.

e) Amen: Literally means “so be it”. When you say amen at the end of a prayer we are essentially 
signing an agreement with God as men and women of our words. In this our yay is yay and our 
nay is nay.

But we speak the 
wisdom of God in a mystery, [even] the hidden [wisdom], which God ordained before the world 
unto our glory: 8. Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known [it], they 
would not have crucified the Lord of glory. 9.  But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear 
heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them 
that love him. 10. But God hath revealed [them] unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all 
things, yea, the deep things of God.

TYPES OF FASTS AND THEIR PURPOSE

We will discuss three types of fasts
1. Regular Fast. Only take in liquids
2. Partial Fast. Giving up specific foods and/or beverages
3. Full Fast. Eat and drink nothing

2 Chronicles 20:14-17 Then upon Jahaziel the son of Zechariah, the son of Benaiah, the son of 
Jeiel, the son of Mattaniah, a Levite of the sons of Asaph, came the Spirit of the LORD in the 
midst of the congregation; 15. And he said, Hearken ye, all Judah, and ye inhabitants of 
Jerusalem, and thou king Jehoshaphat, Thus saith the LORD unto you, Be not afraid nor 
dismayed by reason of this great multitude; for the battle is not yours, but God's. 16. To morrow 
go ye down against them: behold, they come up by the cliff of Ziz; and ye shall find them at the 
end of the brook, before the wilderness of Jeruel. 17. Ye shall not need to fight in this battle: set 
yourselves, stand ye still, and see the salvation of the LORD with you, O Judah and Jerusalem: 
fear not, nor be dismayed; to morrow go out against them: for the LORD will be with you.

2 Chronicles 20:22-25 And when they began to sing and to praise, the LORD set ambushments 
against the children of Ammon, Moab, and mount Seir, which were come against Judah; and they 
were smitten. 23. For the children of Ammon and Moab stood up against the inhabitants of 
mount Seir, utterly to slay and destroy them: and when they had made an end of the inhabitants 
of Seir, every one helped to destroy another. 24. And when Judah came toward the watch tower 
in the wilderness, they looked unto the multitude, and, behold, they were dead bodies fallen to 
the earth, and none escaped 25. And when Jehoshaphat and his people came to take away the 
spoil of them, they found among them in abundance both riches with the dead bodies, and 
precious jewels, which they stripped off for themselves, more than they could carry away: and 
they were three days in gathering of the spoil, it was so much.
